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In the late 8th c., the six city-states of Les-

bos developed sea-borne communications 

with the whole of the ancient world and 

founded colonies on three continents. The 

harbours were the core of the ancient cities. 

This lecture focuses on the initial results of 

the ongoing common project “Recording the 

harbour network of ancient Lesbos” directed 

by archaeologists of the Ephorate of Under-

water Antiquities and the Archaeological 

Ephorate of Lesvos of the Hellenic Ministry 

of Culture and Sports.  

Worship at this sanctuary of Hera, Zeus and 

Dionysus can be dated to the Sub-Mycenaean 

period and lasted until the end of the Roman 

era.
